14. Brotherly Kindness

Brotherly kindness is rendered “brotherly love” or “love for the
brethren”. In the original Greek, the word used is “philadelphos”
— to love one’s fellow countryman. In the Christian community, it
sums up the support of Christians to each other.

Begin memorizing Romans 12:10 (NKJV)

“Be kindly affectionate to one another with brotherly love, in honor giving preference to
one another.”
