GRADE 6 
This class will be led by Mr. & Mrs. Moll, Mr. & Mrs. Smith, Mr. & Mrs. Frye. 
Location: Room 202 (third floor, school) 
Our sixth-grade confirmation class will explore Martin Luther's Small Catechism by connecting 
its teaching to Bible stories that illustrate and apply Christian doctrine. 
 
GRADE 7 
This class will feature a number of guest instructors and will be facilitated by Mr. & Mrs. 
Habecker, Mr. & Mrs. Eggold, Mrs. St. John. 
Location: Room 4 (lower level, school)  
Confirmation in grade seven is structured around topics that help students apply Bible 
teachings to their lives as believers. Some topics covered during the seventh-grade year are 
church history, vocation, relationships, forgiveness, stewardship, and Emmanuel's history. 
 
GRADE 8 
Pastor Eggold, Pastor Sheafer, Mr.  Martin 
Location: Activity Center (upper level, school)  
During the eighth-grade year, students and at least one of their parents are required to attend 
confirmation class together as our pastors lead an in-depth exploration of Luther's Small 
Catechism. Our youth confirmation program culminates with the Rite of Confirmation for our 
eighth­ grade students on May 1 in the 10:30 a.m. service.
