THE EARTHLY MINISTRY OF JESUS CHRIST

Luke 4:16-30; Isaiah 61:1-3

lesson 2

esus’ earthly ministry began in Galilee, where He taught in
synagogues, healed the sick, and preached about the kingdom
of God. One day Jesus came to the city of Nazareth, where
He grew up, and was known for most of his life. By that time,
many recognized him as a great teacher. The people of Nazareth
expected to see more healings and miracles by Him. On Saturday,
Jesus came to the synagogue (a Jewish house of prayer) and was
given the book of the prophet Isaiah to read from it. He opened
the scroll to the place where it was written: “The Spirit of the Lord is
upon me, for he has anointed me to bring Good News to the poor.
He has sent me to proclaim that captives will be released, that the
blind will see, that the oppressed will be set free, and that the time
of the Lord’s favor has come." After that, he closed the scroll and
said that what was written by the prophet was fulfilled, and that he
is the Anointed of God (the Messiah), of which Isaiah prophesied.
But people in the synagogue were outraged and said that they had
known Him since childhood, and he was not the Messiah, but the
son of Joseph, the carpenter. After that, the outraged crowd led
Jesus out of the city and wanted to kill Him. However, God stopped
them, and the Son of God left them unharmed.
The Lord often speaks to people through scripture, but they do not
always want to understand what is written.
