Exodus Ch. 14

lesson 10

he people of Israel came out of Egypt following a cloud
pillar sent by the Lord. At night, the pillar burned with
fire, lighting their path. The Lord directed Moses to a
place by the sea where the Israelites stopped after their
long journey out of Egypt. At the same time, Pharaoh decided
to return the Israelite people back to Egypt. He sent out 600
chariots and rushed in pursuit after them.
