THE TEN PLAGUES

Exodus Ch. 8-10

lesson 9

he Lord sent Moses and Aaron to Pharaoh to tell him what
He had commanded: Pharaoh was to let the people of Israel
g0 into the wilderness to worship the Lord. Not only were the
Israelite men to go, but they were to take their wives, children,
slaves, and cattle with them. The Lord told Moses and Aaron that
He would harden the heart of Pharaoh, and Pharaoh would not let
the Israelites go. This was God's plan, so that Pharaoh and all the
Egyptians would see the signs and wonders, that the name of the
Lord would be glorified. Moses and Aaron went before Pharaoh ten
times to convey the will of God, that he should release the people
of Israel, and nine times the Pharaoh refused them. Because of the
stubbornness of Pharaoh’s heart, the Lord sent plagues on Egypt:
water turned into blood, frogs, lice, flies, sick cattle, boils, fire and
hail, locusts, and darkness. While the Egyptians suffered, the plagues
did not affect anyone among the Israelite people. Then the Lord sent
the tenth and final plague on Egypt, the death of the first-born sons,
which included the firstborn of every Egyptian household and cattle.
Pharaoh called Moses and Aaron to him and ordered them to go and
worship the Lord, as they requested. On that very day, the Lord led
the people of Israel out of Egypt.
Pharaoh and the Egyptians had to acknowledge that the Lord of Israel
was a true and mighty God after witnessing the plagues He sent on
their land.
