BLESSING OF EPHRAIM AND MANASSEH

Genesis 48: 1-22

lesson 10

fter many years Joseph was finally reunited with his
brothers and father in Egypt in the land of Goshen. They
lived there for seventeen years. Jacob grew old and his
vision was failing him. Joseph and his sons Manasseh
and Ephraim came to visit their aging patriarch Jacob. They
hoped to receive the blessing that they had not yet received.
Finally, the long-awaited hour came, Jacob decided to bless
them. According to the tradition of the Israelite people, the
eldest son was blessed with the right hand, and the younger
with the left. But Jacob laid his right hand on the head of the
younger, Ephraim, and his left hand on the head of the elder.
Joseph decided that this was a mistake and tried to correct
his father. But Jacob insisted on blessing them this way. He
blessed them with happiness, protection, prosperity and
success in the name of the God of his fathers Abraham and
Isaac.

The words of blessing linked the past of Jacob's family to the
future of both of Joseph's sons. His blessing became a legacy
for the new generation. Jacob blessed Ephraim and Manasseh
as his own children. This meant that they became ancestors of
the tribes of Israel along with Joseph's brothers.
