THE TWO COPPER COINS OF THE POOR WIDOW

Luke 21:1-4; Mark 12:41-44

lesson 3

ne day, Jesus with his disciples were in the temple.
There were many people who came to worship God
and brought their sacrifices. Jesus sat next to the room
where the treasury was located. He sat opposite of the
temple treasury and watched as people brought offerings for
the needs of the temple. People with lower incomes put in a
small amount of money. The rich deposited wads of money
they pulled out of tightly filled wallets and gloated with how
much they gave. That day a poor widow caught Jesus’ attention.
Her appearance suggested she lived in poverty. She gave the
smallest amount - two small copper coins (Lepta). Jesus called
His disciples and told them something they never expected
to hear. He stated that this poor widow put in more than all
those who entered the treasury. Jesus explained that while
the rich donated a large amount, it was insignificant compared
to their wealth. The widow who donated the two small copper
coins with all her heart, gave her entire fortune. In the eyes of
the Lord, her gift was greater than all the other gifts, for she
brought everything she had with love.
The Lord rewards those who sacrifice everything for Him.
He grants them the Kingdom of Heaven and sends them
everything they need on earth.
