Isaiah 39: 1-6

he king of Judah, Hezekiah, fell seriously ill and was
near death. From young age, Hezekiah loved the Lord
and tried to fulfill His commandments. When he turned
to the Lord, asking him to prolong his life, the Lord had
mercy on him and healed him from a deadly disease.
The Babylonian king sought friendship with the rich and
successful Israeli king, so he sent ambassadors to Hezekiah to
congratulate him on his recovery. Hezekiah was glad that the
strangers appealed to him with such respect. With pride, he
showed them all of his treasures, not only in the palace, but
also in the storehouses. There wasn’'t anything he didn’'t show
them. At the same time, Hezekiah did not share that it was God,
who granted him a miraculous recovery. The Lord was angry
with Hezekiah and sent the prophet Isaiah to tell him, "The time
will come, and all that is in your house, and that which your
fathers have gathered, shall be taken and carried to Babylon.
Hezekiah understood his mistake. He needed to glorify the
name of the Lord before the ambassadors from Babylon, to tell
them about the glory of the living God who worked miracles and
healed him. Unfortunately, Hezekiah did not obey.
Our earthly wealth are given to us from the Lord. We should
thank God for them and not boast.
