THE SUFFERING OF THE ISRAELITES IN EGYPT

Exodus Ch. 1

lesson 5

fter moving to Egypt during the time of Joseph, the
people of Israel lived there for a long time. As the years
passed, Joseph died, and a new pharaoh reigned over
Egypt. This pharaoh did not remember Joseph. At that
time, the Israelites lived throughout the land of Egypt. Pharaoh
saw that the Israelites kept to themselves and did not mingle
with the Egyptians. They were strong and many in number. He
began to fear that if Egypt went to war, the Israelites would go
against him and Egypt would be defeated. Therefore, Pharaoh
ordered overseers to burden the Israelites with the hardest work.
But the more the overseers demanded of the Israelites, the more
they multiplied and grew in strength. Then Pharaoh ordered the
midwives, who assisted Jewish women in childbirth, to kill all the
infant boys and leave the girls. But the midwives feared God and
did not follow Pharaoh’s orders. The Israelites suffered greatly in
Egypt and cried out to the Lord for deliverance from slavery.
When the life of the Israelites in Egypt was easy, they forgot God.
The Lord allowed suffering into their lives so that they return to
Him and rely only on Him.
