Preschool Four’s and Five’s/Kindergarten’s 
-Introduce the Bible story  
Say – The Bible is God’s Word.  Today’s Bible story comes from Hebrews chapter 11.  The Book of 
Hebrews is the 19th book found in the New Testament. 
 
Say – “Following Jesus was difficult for many of the first Jewish believers. Some of them began to 
wonder if following Jesus was worth it. It might be easier to stop worshiping Jesus. The Holy Spirit 
helped a leader write words to encourage the early church. We can read these words in the Book of 
Hebrews. The leader wrote: “Long ago, God spoke to His people through prophets. Now He speaks to us 
through Jesus. Jesus is God the Son, and He is like God in every way. Jesus sits right beside God in 
heaven. “Jesus left heaven to become a man. Jesus became a human being like us so that He could die 
and then rise again to rescue people from sin. Jesus became like us in every way so He could become a 
merciful and faithful priest for us. Because Jesus suffered and was tempted, He can help us when we are 
tempted. “This is why Jesus is the greatest! He is even greater than Moses. God used Moses to bring the 
Law to His people, but God used Jesus to bring the gospel! This is why we cannot turn away from Jesus. 
Instead, we must encourage one another every day. We do not want to be like the Israelites who 
rebelled against God after Moses led them out of Egypt. “Because Jesus is such a great high priest for us, 
we can keep following Him. Jesus knows we are weak, because He became a human and was tempted, 
but He never sinned. Because of Jesus we can boldly go to God, and God will give us mercy and grace. 
“This is why Jesus is better than anything and why we cannot turn away from Him. Salvation is found 
only in Jesus!””  (This introduction is from The Gospel Project for Preschool: The Mission Begins, 
Preschool Leader Guide, Volume 11, pp. 32-33)

-Review the Bible story 
Ask the following questions: 

1. He is both like God and like us in every way.  Who is He? (JESUS is both like God and like us.) 
2. Jesus is Someone Who can help you and me when we are tempted.  Why? (JESUS suffered and 

was tempted.) 
3. When JESUS was tempted, did He sin?  (No, JESUS did not sin at all.) 
4. God had JESUS bring us a message.  What was it?  (It is the gospel or the good news about 

Jesus.) 
5. We feel confident going to God.  Why?  (We can go to God boldly because of Jesus.)
