How to Find a Book
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Find a Book

1. Double click on the "Find a Book" picture on the Desktop.

The screen below should appear.
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You can search for:
e A specific book title
e Books by a certain author's last name
e Asubject
e Abook Series

2. Enter what you are searching for in the "Find" Box.
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3. If you want the list in a certain order, select the "Order by" type.
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4. Click on the picture of the type of search you are doing.
(Title, Author, Subject, or Series)



A list will appear showing you what is in the library, based on your search.
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At the top left you will see how many items were found.

To find your item in the library, jot down the title & the "Call Number" listed.

Example 1: This book is on the library shelf labeled with a range

that includes "226.5". All 226.5 books are arranged alphabetically by the first 3
letters of the author's last name. For this one "LUC". So this book will be after
226.5 LAN and before 226.5 MOT.

The library has several special collections that have unique call # prefixes:
CD (CDs) DVD (DVDs) E (Easy: Pre-K to 7 yrs) F (Fiction)
J (Junior: 8 - 12 yrs) SGS (Small Group Study) Y (Youth: 13 - 18)

SGS 248 LUC
Example 2: This book's call number starts with the prefix, SGS, so

it will be found on the "SGS (Small Group Study) shelf for books with a range
that includes 248. Once again the author's last name begins with "LUC".
