HEALING TRUTH:  Lesson Three

The Jesus Example


I. Jesus was / is the will of God in action.
Jesus Christ is the Nature of the Image of God.  He is the will of God in action and is the expression of God in the flesh.

A. Jesus’ words and actions are precise reflections of the Father’s will.  The substance of Christ or the fruit of Christ is a direct reflection of the Father’s will.
Precise:  Exact

Reflection:  The act of throwing back.
1. John 4:27-34:  Finish God’s Work
2. John 5:19,30:   Most assuredly, I say to you, the Son can do nothing of Himself, but what He sees the Father do; for whatever He does, the Son also does in like manner  (30) I can of Myself do nothing.  As I hear, I judge; and My judgment is righteous, because I do not seek My own will but the will of the Father who sent me.
Jesus Christ can only do what the Father reveals.  
3. John 6:37-40:  
4. John 8:38: (AMP)  I tell the things which I have seen and learned at My Father's side, and your actions also reflect what you have heard and learned from your father. 
5. John 12:44-50:  (Note:  Light that shines in darkness will always reveal the truth.)
B. Jesus Christ is the expression of God in the flesh.
Expression:  The act of uttering, declaring or representing; utterance; declaration; representation; as an expression of the public will
1. John 1:14,18 (AMP)      Jesus brought God out where He can be seen.
And the Word (Christ) became flesh (human, incarnate) and tabernacled (fixed His tent of flesh, lived awhile) among us; and we [actually] saw His glory (His honor, His majesty), such glory as an only begotten son receives from his father, full of grace (favor, loving-kindness) and truth. [Isa. 40:5.]   (18)   No man has ever seen God at any time; the only unique Son, or the only begotten God, Who is in the bosom [in the intimate presence] of the Father, He has declared Him [He has revealed Him and brought Him out where He can be seen; He has interpreted Him and He has made Him known]. [Prov. 8:30.]

2. 2 Corinthians 4:4-6          He is the image of God.              His face shines within us revealing the glory of God by the Holy Ghost.  Inward fire that enlightens us and burns within us to reveal the glory of God.  
3. Hebrews 1:3            Jesus is “the exact representation of His very being.”   (Roterham)
4. John 14:6-11      Jesus’ works are the same as the Father’s.
II. Individual cases
A. Mark 1:40-45                  We should no more question His willingness than His ability.
Law of Moses provided a way of ritual purification of Lepers.  Didn’t give them a way of healing.   RIT'UAL, n. A book containing the rites to be observed, or the manner of performing divine service in a particular church, diocese or the like. 
Boldness and Desperation (leper)

Didn’t doubt Jesus ability but His willingness.  Wasn’t sure if Jesus would heal him because of his condition.  Jesus touched him first; it showed His compassion; He didn’t concern Himself about the Lepers condition or the way he looked
B. Matthew 15:21-28  (John 6:35)    Healing is the children’s bread.
Bread of Life:  Spirit – without spirit, there is no life – bread is the substance
She was at her weakest point; she needed the help from Jesus.  Pride will keep one from asking for help, but pride had no application here, she knew what she needed, Jesus had.

Was Jesus rude?  Israel was to receive first.  Crumbs = she wasn’t challenging the Jews inheritance, but she was saying it take a little crumb to bring forth healing (Matthew 12:31-32 – mustard seed)
C. Luke 7:1-10        Jesus walked miles to heal a centurion’s servant.
Mt 8:2-4; Mt 12:15; Lk 5:12-14; Mk 2:5; 3:5; 5:21-43; 8:33-35; 9:25

III. Healing to the multitudes
A. Matthew 4:23-25           Note Matthew 5:1                                     He began to train others.
Thee isn’t anything that one may be diagnosed with that Jesus Christ can’t heal.  Jesus began to teach others and we can only do what we see the Father do.    Jesus always teached, preached and then healed.

Deliverance also came through the atonement at the cross.
B. Matthew 8:16,17             Notice deliverance from demons comes as a result of Isaiah 53:4.
Isaiah 53:4:  Surely He has borne our griefs and carried our sorrows; yet we esteemed Him stricken, smitten by God, and afflicted.
Griefs:  (heb) choli – sickness;  Sorrows:  (heb) makob - pain

Borne:  (heb) nasa – to lift up and bear away;  Carried (heb) cabal – to carry as a porter; to bear for another (substitutionary)
C. Matthew 9:35 - 10:1            He called helpers to bring healing to the masses.  He stopped and went into the small surrounding towns.
Jesus looked upon the crowd and had compassion.  Many people walk thru life and have no clue where to turn or who to turn to and they are seeking healing and it is right there before them.

Luke 9:1-2; 10:1:   Jesus has unfinished business and has given power to His disciples to heal the sick – preaching the Gospel will bringing healing to the sick.
D. Matthew 12:14-15          Note V.18            Healing the multitude came by the power of the Spirit.   It pleased the Father.
Jesus’ attitude – didn’t look at the rules of the Sabaath.  Religion will keep you bound but grace will set you free.  Jesus Christ was and is God’s grace in action.

Scribes and Pharisees taught thru the Law and kept them in bondage.  When Jesus saw the multitude He was moved with compassion and began to teach them many things.    
E. Matthew 14:13-14      Healing the sick is an act of compassion.
Moving yourself in a position to be healed by Jesus will cause you to move out of an area familiarity and into an area of faith in Jesus Christ, God’s manifested word, His spoken word and manifested grace.  (Comes with teaching:  Mark 6:34:  And Jesus, when He came out, saw a great multitude and was moved with compassion for them, because they were like sheep not having a shepherd. So He began to teach them many things.

F. Matthew 14:34-36      Healing power flowed from His garment.
G. Matthew 15:29-31      Healing caused people to glorify God.
H. Acts 10:38      Healing all. 
God sent Jesus and He was with Him going about as the man Jesus healing all who came to Him.  The same power that Jesus used to heal, lives within us and is more powerful now because we have the “resurrection power” living inside of us.  Jesus is the expressed will of God in action.  The will that all men everywhere come to the knowledge that there is Healing in the bread (Jesus) for us today.  Jesus didn’t look at what medical science saids, He spoke the Word and it happened.  He is a God that makes all things possible through Him.  (Mark 10:27)
