finger “no”) wronged you, Your Majesty (slight bow).”

Daniel was punished for breaking an unfair law. We all deserve punishment for breaking 
God’s good law. Every person sins and disobeys God. Just as God sent help to Daniel, God had 
a plan to send help for all of us, too. Jesus died to take the punishment for sin that all of us 
deserve.

Together, discover how this specific lesson ties into God’s Big Story. Read the following 
aloud to your child:

Darius liked Daniel. But Darius had to punish Daniel because he broke the law. God sent help to 
Daniel. He sent angels to shut the lions’ mouths. 

Read the following thought aloud to help increase your child’s understanding:

Help him or her remember key details by asking 
the following questions:
