 12Then [the apostles] returned to Jerusalem from the mount called Olivet, which is near Jerusalem, 
a Sabbath day’s journey away. 13And when they had entered, they went up to the upper room, where 
they were staying, Peter and John and James and Andrew, Philip and Thomas, Bartholomew and 

Matthew, James the son of Alphaeus and Simon the Zealot and Judas the son of James. 14All these 
with one accord were devoting themselves to prayer, together with the women and Mary the mother 

of Jesus, and his brothers. 
 15In those days Peter stood up among the brothers (the company of persons was in all about 120) 

and said, 16“Brothers, the Scripture had to be fulfilled, which the Holy Spirit spoke beforehand by the 
mouth of David concerning Judas, who became a guide to those who arrested Jesus. 17For he was 
numbered among us and was allotted his share in this ministry.” 18(Now this man bought a field with 

the reward of his wickedness, and falling headlong he burst open in the middle and all his bowels 
gushed out. 19And it became known to all the inhabitants of Jerusalem, so that the field was called in 

their own language Akeldama, that is, Field of Blood.) 20“For it is written in the Book of Psalms, 

“‘May his camp become desolate, 

 and let there be no one to dwell in it’; 

and 

“‘Let another take his office.’ 

21So one of the men who have accompanied us during all the time that the Lord Jesus went in and out 
among us, 22beginning from the baptism of John until the day when he was taken up from us—one of 

these men must become with us a witness to his resurrection.” 23And they put forward two, Joseph 
called Barsabbas, who was also called Justus, and Matthias. 24And they prayed and said, “You, Lord, 

who know the hearts of all, show which one of these two you have chosen 25to take the place in this 
ministry and apostleship from which Judas turned aside to go to his own place.” 26And they cast lots 
for them, and the lot fell on Matthias, and he was numbered with the eleven apostles.

The Sixth Commandment 
You shall not commit adultery. 
  
What does this mean? 

We should fear and love God so that we lead a sexually pure and decent life in what we say and 

do, and husband and wife love and honor each other. 
 

The Seventh Commandment 
You shall not steal. 
  
What does this mean? 

We should fear and love God so that we do not take our neighbor’s money or possessions, or get 

them in any dishonest way, but help him to improve and protect his possessions and income. 
 
 

 



The Eighth Commandment 
You shall not give false testimony against your neighbor. 
  
What does this mean? 

We should fear and love God so that we do not tell lies about our neighbor, betray him, slander 

him, or hurt his reputation, but defend him, speak well of him, and explain everything in the 

kindest way. 

 

The Ninth Commandment 
You shall not covet your neighbor’s house. 
  
What does this mean? 

We should fear and love God so that we do not scheme to get our neighbor’s inheritance or house, 

or get it in a way which only appears right, but help and be of service to him in keeping it. 
 

The Tenth Commandment 
You shall not covet your neighbor’s wife, or his manservant or maidservant, his ox or donkey, or 

anything that belongs to your neighbor. 
  
What does this mean? 

We should fear and love God so that we do not entice or force away our neighbor’s wife, workers, 

or animals, or turn them against him, but urge them to stay and do their duty. 
 

The Close of the Commandments 
What does God say about all these commandments? 

He says: “I, the Lord your God, am a jealous God, punishing the children for the sin of the fathers 

to the third and fourth generation of those who hate Me, but showing love to a thousand 

generations of those who love Me and keep My commandments.” (Exodus 20:5–6) 
  
What does this mean? 

God threatens to punish all who break these commandments. Therefore, we should fear His wrath 

and not do anything against them. But He promises grace and every blessing to all who keep these 

commandments. Therefore, we should also love and trust in Him and gladly do what He 

commands.
