Beloved 1n the Lord, it is our intention to receive the Holy Supper of our Lord Jesus Christ, in
which He strengthens our faith by giving us His body to eat and His blood to drink.

Again, it is as if He said, “I have had mercy on you by taking into Myself all your
iniquities. I give Myself into death, shedding My blood to obtain grace and forgiveness of sins,
and to comfort and establish the new testament, which gives forgiveness and everlasting
salvation.
