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Praying the Word for One Another
Father, I pray for _______ that you would count (him/her) worthy of your calling and that by Your power at work in (him/her), You may fulfill every good purpose of Yours and every act prompted by faith.

(Pause and pray over them, asking that their faith would increase to believe God for even greater things; pray for the ‘good purposes’ that you know of that they are involved in)

I pray this Father, so that the Name of Jesus may be glorified in (him/her) and You in (him/her), according to Your great grace. 

(Pause and ask that Jesus might be seen more and more in

them and through them. Ask the Holy Spirit to conform them even more to the image of Christ)

Establish the work of their hands and may lasting spiritual fruit be born out of their life and ministry. 

(Ask God to give them many spiritual sons and daughters.

Pray that they will not grow weary in doing good, but be strengthened to stand firm that they might see the harvest come in.)

Ask God for an anointing of the Holy Spirit that will empower them as they lead His people deeper into prayer and the Word.
