Connecting my heart to the heart of the Father
Thank You Father that You are with me to help me and to fight my battles. Thank You for the authority in the Name of Jesus and that as I revere Your Name, Your angels encamp around me and deliver me. 

Remind me by the Holy Spirit of Your faithfulness, and that You will not let me be tempted beyond what I can bear. Provide a way of escape for me I pray from the trials and temptations that I face – remember my weakness O Lord. Remember mercy.
Guard my heart from prideful thinking that says, ‘I am standing firm’, knowing that this is when I am apt to fall! May I daily put on Your full armor so that I can stand against the devil’s schemes. 

Thank You Jesus that You have disarmed the powers and authorities of darkness and made a public spectacle of them triumphing over them by the cross! Thank You that because I am in You, I share in Your authority! 

Teach me to stand firm, I pray, and to recognize in every situation that my identity and strength are in You alone. 

Remind me that the weapon of Your Word is powerful and has divine power to demolish strongholds! I ask Father that You open my spiritual eyes to the strongholds that yet remain in my life. (Pause and ask the Holy Spirit to reveal areas of your life that are not yet under His control.)
Deliver me from excuse-making and inattentiveness to my soul. 

Empower me by Your Spirit to demolish every argument that is against the knowledge of Christ. May I be disciplined in my pilgrimage. I desire to be a person of Your Word, and of prayer. Help me Father! I am weary of being a person of good intentions and little fruit!

Forgive me I pray. (Pause and pray…)
Change me.
Teach me to wield with might, the sword of the Spirit, which is Your Word, for I know that the Word is alive and powerful! May I pronounce Your Word over my sin and the circumstances of my life, pray Your Word, know and apply Your Word, that it may richly live in me and empower me to live more boldly for You. I ask all this in the Name of Jesus.  Amen.

MONDAY  May our joy in knowing You Lord, and the realization of what you have done for us through Jesus, fill us with increasing joy.  Strengthen us with joy I pray! (Nehemiah 8:10). Father may all pessimism, unbelief and negative thinking that is present among us be replaced with vibrant irrepressible joy in Jesus!

Father make us to be a people of blessing.  May we become increasingly generous in the way we live our lives and give to others.   
TUESDAY    Father You know the needs that are represented in our fellowship. There is relational brokenness among us Lord, spiritual dryness, unconfesed sin, physical weakness, emotional distress. O God have mercy on us, heal Your people  (pray for those you know of by name).
May our fellowship of believers be a Lighthouse in this city, and many drawn to Jesus through our lives.

WEDNESDAY    Father, I pray for those among our community who are new in their faith journey with You, - increase their faith Father. May they be built-up, edified and encouraged. For those among us who are still seeking, and have yet to call on Your name, reveal Yourself to them Lord, draw them by Your Spirit.  Add to our fellowship daily those who are being saved!  (John 6:44; Acts 2:47)
THURSDAY   Father may we increasingly live in harmony with one another, may we be sympathetic with one another and love as brothers and sisters – may compassion and humility increase among us.  Teach us how to bless one another (1 Peter 3:8-9).

I pray for our children and young people Father and ask You to strengthen them to stand firm in their faith and make a difference for Your kingdom. Protect them from the evil one (John 17:15). (pray for those you know by name)

FRIDAY   Allow us, I pray to see harvest come in, and souls come to know Jesus! Father I pray for pre-Christian friends, co-workers, family members, who are connected to our community of faith – Lord Jesus, may their longing for You increase and make us ready to give the reason for the hope that we have in You! (Pray for the pre-Christian people in your life by name…) (1 Peter 3:15)
SATURDAY   Father You have said that the sacrifices that You are looking for are a broken spirit and contrite heart. Destroy pride among us Lord and give to us the gift of repentance I pray (Psalm 51:16-17).
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
