May my actions, the way I work, the way I serve and love and treat others be an outward expression of the inward presence of the light and life of Jesus in me!  

May I be found to be blameless and pure, without fault in this crooked and depraved world, and shine like a star that You may be glorified in my life.  
May I walk as a child of the light, for the fruit of the light is goodness and righteousness and truth. I ask that these be evident in my life – my thoughts, words and actions, in ever-increasing measure. Help me to long for goodness and righteousness and weigh my decisions, actions and words accordingly. 
May it be said of me that I am faithful to the truth and that I walk in the truth. 
Father, may all evidence of night and darkness, my old self and sinful habits – any and all residual effects of sin in my life, any allegiance to idols, be crushed in Jesus’ Name. THURSDAY   Father You have promised to bestow on Your people the oil of gladness in place of the ‘ash piles’ of our lives (Isaiah 61:3). Many of us Lord, struggle under the memories of past hurt, abuse and loss. Heal our damaged emotions Father, restore joy and gladness to us I pray!
Strengthen marriage relationships among us Lord. And may those among us who are not yet married be strengthened to remain pure.
FRIDAY   I ask in Jesus’ mighty name that every stronghold of addiction be broken off of us as Your people. Reveal the hidden things Father! Purify us and make us holy!
May we learn to always pray and never give up (Luke 18:1-8) until we see lives transformed, revival fall and the last great harvest come in!

SATURDAY  Speak powerfully through our Pastor tomorrow, and may we as Your people have ears to hear what Your Spirit would say to us. Anoint our Pastor I pray – may those who lead us in worship be empowered by Your Spirit, those who come tomorrow who do not yet know You, be drawn to You, and O God, pour out Your Holy Spirit on us! Renew us! Revive us! Change Us!
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
