THURSDAY   Father I ask that by Your Spirit You would bind up the brokenhearted among us and set captives free. I pray for my brothers and sisters who are trapped in their minds by the pain of hurtful memories. I pray for healing in Jesus’ name and ask that their minds be renewed and their living transformed (Isaiah 61:1; Romans 12:1-2).

FRIDAY   I pray for our children and young people Father and ask You to strengthen them to stand firm in their faith and make a difference for Your kingdom in their respective schools. Protect them from the evil one (John 17:15) and may they follow You all the days of their lives.
