Connecting my heart to the heart of the Father
(Before you begin, pray for those in your life who do not yet know Jesus.  Ask God to reveal Himself to them and draw their hearts to Himself.)

Forgive me Lord for allowing my heart to grow cold towards the lost-ness of those around me. Restore to me the joy of Your salvation I pray – the good news of Jesus the Savior!
Father may I be one who has the privilege of teaching others Your ways and seeing people turn to You.  May Gospel proclamation be restored in my life!  Make me, by Your Spirit to always be prepared to give the reason for the hope that I have, and may I do so with gentleness and respect.  
Give me a passion, like the apostle Paul, for those who so desperately need You and may the Gospel story burn within me and compel me to proclaim Your greatness and goodness and the salvation found in Christ Jesus!  
My sins have been forgiven! 
My debt has been paid! 
There is no account held against me – 
I have the righteousness of Christ! Hallelujah!  
May the wonder of this incredible message that You Lord Jesus, Who never sinned, became the sin-offering for me, for all, - recapture my heart and transform my living until Jesus is seen in all I do, and the aroma of His presence apparent in my actions and conversations. I want to love what You love, O God – fill me with love for the world You died to save.  Do this in me, I pray, for the sake of those who have yet to call on Your Name.  In Jesus’ Name. Amen.

SATURDAY  Lord Jesus, I ask that You raise up from among us, those to minister to our children and youth, lead cell groups, practice hospitality. Raise up musicians, worship leaders and teachers. May there be no lack among us! Release the gifts of the Spirit in even greater measure I pray. 
You have said Lord, that Your house is to be a ‘house of prayer for all nations. Father, teach us to pray, to really enter into a deeper longing for you- greater faith, greater fervency. Make us to be a true house of prayer (Mark 11:17). 
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
