Some months have elapsed since you last received written communication in regard to the progress of MIB SABIT&M 
new land purchased for us by J & S Family ($30.000 USD). The reason for this is that after registering and leveling the 
property, there has been an unexpected problem intruded by the nephew of the landlord, citing the reason that he 
was not informed and consulted prior to selling off the land. Even by negotiation the nephew was not consoled but 
rather became more furious and threatened the landlord’s family for which, the landlord came to beg us for return 
of the property. Since, it seems to be not ideal, though, some amount we have to lose, the property was deregistered 
and hand it over back to the landlord. 

After that, we searched many places but there were not many ideal ones for the reason that, in India, buying land 
from non-Christian for the purpose of Christian ministry is a bit risky.  Then, we came across an ideal land belonging 
to a good Christian, which is triple the size of our proposed land. But even then, there were some inconveniences 
because; the landlord didn’t want to sell a portion of it. Therefore, to meet the amount ($ 50.000 USD) for the whole 
portion we approached the bank for a loan ($20.000 USD) through my wife’s service.  By God’s grace, since the loan 
was granted we bought the land through a proper channel. Now that I have completed leveling and the above photo 
is how the land looks like post leveling.  

Since the land we bought was beyond our proposed budget, there has been some disorder in my plan, that is, I have 
used the budget which I thought to utilize for the construction of the building foundation.  

Our present ministry building rent amount is increasing every year and on the other hand, our ministry is developing 
as well, so we need to start the construction of our SABIT&M Class rooms, Library (Seth Koenig Wisdom Literature & 
Research Center), MIB SABIT&M administrative building on our property, but we are not in the position to start the 
construction because our ministry is operating by faith and we don’t have fund to start the construction. Therefore, it 
is my humble request to you to kindly uphold us in prayer for the construction of MIB SABIT&M building project, so 
that we could shift to our property in the next five year to train more people in South Asia Baptist Institute of 
Theology of Mission (SABIT&M) and reach more unreached people of India and beyond.

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This happened on 25th December to Mr. C. 
Singsit while he was returning from 
Christmas program in Jammu & Kashmir.

Please pray for the missionaries. They are 
facing anti-Christian problem and 
persecutions every day. My heart is so 
painful that many churches are not 
regularly praying for the missionaries, 
whereas God has give mission work 
responsibility to His body bride (Church) to 
fulfill His great commission in Mathew

Mr. C. Singsit 

Visiting and praying with C. Singsit and family 
 A Christian missionary Mr. C. Singsit from Manipur 
was allegedly heckled by a set of unidentified right-
wing supporters in the Kathua district of Jammu and 
Kashmir on Christmas for not saying ‘Jai Shri Ram’ as 
per their demand. C. Singsit, said, “The incident 
happened around 3 pm on Christmas. I had gone to a 
believer’s house nearby in Kathua to pray. I returned 
home and went out to the market to buy some gifts for 
my three children. That was when two men stopped me 
and began accusing me of converting the family I had 
visited that day and was forcing me to say ‘Jai Shri 
Ram’.” 
 
C. Singsit said, “After some time, they phoned 
someone and one more person joined them. By then a 
crowd of 100 people had gathered, some of whom 
threatened to beat me for religious conversion while 
the three men slapped me a few times. In the video, 
you see me wetting my lips repeatedly; that was 
because I was so scared that my mouth and throat had 
gone dry. I could barely speak out of fear.” 
He said, “They also called the local police and accused 
me of carrying out religious conversion in the area.” 
“While I told the police what actually happened and 
denied carrying out any conversion, the police picked 
me up instead; kept me for over 24 hours in lockup, 
shouted abuses at me and also beat me in custody. 
The Kathua SSP said if I don’t leave for Manipur within 
five days, action would be taken against me.” 
Singsit said “I was released after 24 hours because my 
organisation members asked if I was arrested and 
sought a first information report copy to seek my bail.”
