Suggestions for Application for Sermon, February 7, 2021

Love To Share

John 6:35-60, 66-69

Jesus’ “Bread of Life” Discourse in John 6 can be difficult to understand.  To help, read through the entire chapter.  Note where it begins, with Jesus providing food for the multitude.  Then note Jesus’ shift to describing God’s provision of Jesus as the “Bread of Life.”  For Application:

· Reflect on your sense of physical hunger and thirst.  What do you do to satisfy that need?

· Reflect on your sense of spiritual hunger and thirst.  What do you do to satisfy that need?

· Look again at Jesus’ Discourse in John 6.  What does Jesus say will satisfy your spiritual hunger and thirst?

The Sermon emphasized “Surrender”—to God, to others, and even with yourself.  That to which we “surrender” is “truth”—the truth about God, others, and even ourselves.

· To what truth about God have you surrendered?  

· What “untruth” about God—false concept, misunderstanding, or outright lie of Satan—have you surrendered—given up, set aside, turned away?

· What “untruth” about God—false concept, misunderstanding, or outright lie of Satan—is God calling you to surrender—give up, set aside, turn away?

· To what truth about others have you surrendered?

· What “untruth” about another person—false concept, misunderstanding, or outright lie of Satan—have you surrendered—given up, set aside, turned away?

· What “untruth” about another person—false concept, misunderstanding, or outright lie of Satan—is God calling you to surrender—give up, set aside, turn away?

· To what truth about yourself have you surrendered?

· What “untruth” about yourself—false concept, misunderstanding, or outright lie of Satan—have you surrendered—given up, set aside, turned away?

· What “untruth” about yourself—false concept, misunderstanding, or outright lie of Satan—is God calling you to surrender—give up, set aside, turn away?

To “surrender” implies a “choice.”  

· Look again at Peter’s response to Jesus’ question in John 6:68.

· In what way does Peter’s “surrender” imply “choice”?

· In what way does Peter’s “surrender” imply “no other choice”?

· Put yourself in Peter’s place and consider your answer to Jesus’ question in John 6:67.

· How would you answer?

· How does your answer reflect “surrender”?

· How does your answer reflect “choice”?

· How does your answer reflect “no other choice”?
