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Types

Resemblance: Notable correspondence or similarity. between type
and antitype.

Historical Reality: In both Antitype and type. Real persons, events or
things

Prefiguring: A predictive or foreshadowing element. It looks ahead

Heightening: Antitype is always superior to the Type

Divine Design: Resemblances planned by God

New Testament Designation: May not be explicit but may be implied
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Symbolism — Symballe (A throwing together) Mostly used in Prophecy. Symbols

and types are both representative of something else. However, a type

represents something to come, but a symbol has no time reference.

Reasons: Dreams or Modern concepts seen through an ancient eye
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Three things to mindful of; The object, The referent, The meaning

. Symbols are generally based in reality

Determine the meaning or resemblance to the referent

. Look for resemblances or references elsewhere in Scripture

One referent may have several symbols
Just because a verse contains a symbol does not mean everything is a symbol

The symbol must be an illustration of NT truth (consistency) Recognize that
the OT and NT teach the same truth
