Sermon Text: Exodus 15:19-21 
19 For when the horses of Pharaoh with his chariots and his horsemen went into  
the sea, the LORD brought back the waters of the sea upon them, but the people of 
Israel walked on dry ground in the midst of the sea. 20 Then Miriam the prophetess, 
the sister of Aaron, took a tambourine in her hand, and all the women went out 
after her with tambourines and dancing. 21 And Miriam sang to them:  

“Sing to the LORD, for he has triumphed gloriously; 
the horse and his rider he has thrown into the sea.”  

 

Exodus 16:1-9 
1They set out from Elim, and all the congregation of the people of Israel came to 
the wilderness of Sin, which is between Elim and Sinai, on the fifteenth day of the 
second month after they had departed from the land of Egypt. 2 And the whole  
congregation of the people of Israel grumbled against Moses and Aaron in the  
wilderness, 3 and the people of Israel said to them, “Would that we had died by the 
hand of the LORD in the land of Egypt, when we sat by the meat pots and ate bread 
to the full, for you have brought us out into this wilderness to kill this whole  
assembly with hunger.”  



4 Then the LORD said to Moses, “Behold, I am about to rain bread from heaven for 
you, and the people shall go out and gather a day's portion every day, that I may test 
them, whether they will walk in my law or not. 5 On the sixth day, when they  
prepare what they bring in, it will be twice as much as they gather daily.” 6 So Moses 
and Aaron said to all the people of Israel, “At evening you shall know that it was 
the LORD who brought you out of the land of Egypt, 7 and in the morning you shall 
see the glory of the LORD, because he has heard your grumbling against the LORD. 
For what are we, that you grumble against us?” 8 And Moses said, “When the 
LORD gives you in the evening meat to eat and in the morning bread to the full, 
because the LORD has heard your grumbling that you grumble against him—what 
are we? Your grumbling is not against us but against the LORD.”  
9 Then Moses said to Aaron, “Say to the whole congregation of the people of  
Israel, ‘Come near before the Lord, for he has heard your grumbling.’”  
 

Exodus 17:2-7  
2 Therefore the people quarreled with Moses and said, “Give us water to drink.” 
And Moses said to them, “Why do you quarrel with me? Why do you test 
the LORD?” 3 But the people thirsted there for water, and the people grumbled 
against Moses and said, “Why did you bring us up out of Egypt, to kill us and our 
children and our livestock with thirst?” 4 So Moses cried to the LORD, “What shall I 
do with this people? They are almost ready to stone me.” 5 And the LORD said to 
Moses, “Pass on before the people, taking with you some of the elders of Israel,  
and take in your hand the staff with which you struck the Nile, and go. 6 Behold, I 
will stand before you there on the rock at Horeb, and you shall strike the rock,  
and water shall come out of it, and the people will drink.” And Moses did so,  
in the sight of the elders of Israel. 7 And he called the name of the place 
Massahand Meribah, because of the quarreling of the people of Israel,  
and because they tested the LORD by saying, “Is the LORD among us or not?”
