Just Getting Started

Acts 13:1-3 “Among the prophets and teachers of the church at Antioch
of Syria were Barnabas, Simeon (called the black man”), Lucius (from
Cyrene), Manaen (the childhood companion of King Herod Antipas), and
Saul. One day as these men were worshiping the Lord and fasting, the
Holy Spirit said, ‘Appoint Barnabas and Saul for the special work to which
| have called them.” So after more fasting and prayer, the men laid their
hands on them and sent them on their way.”

Acts 11:20-21 “However, some of the believers who went to Antioch
from Cyprus and Cyrene began preaching to the Gentiles about the Lord
Jesus. The power of the Lord was with them, and a large number of
these Gentiles believed and turned to the Lord.”

Acts 2:42-44 “All the believers devoted themselves to the apostles
teaching, and to fellowship, and to sharing in meals (including the Lord s
Supper), and to prayer. A deep sense of awe came over them all, and the
apostles performed many miraculous signs and wonders. And all the
believers met together in one place and shared everything they had.”

If you look
for me wholeheartedly, you will find me.”
