CONNVERSATTOIN

Joshua and Caleb

NUMBERS 13—-14

Before the Israelite people moved into
Canaan, God told Moses

to send twelve men to scout out the
land. Moses said to the men, “Find out
what the land is like. Bring back some
fruit. Are the people strong or weak?
Is the land good or bad?”

The scouts were gone for forty days.
When they returned, they brought back
pomegranates, figs, and a cluster of grapes so big, two men carried it
on a pole! “The land is good,” the scouts reported, “but we also saw
well-guarded cities full of many people. We can’t attack the people
because they are stronger than we are! We are like grasshoppers next

to them!”

The people cried and complained. “Why is the Lord bringing us into
this land to die? It would be better to go back to Egypt or die here in the
wilderness!” Two of the scouts, Caleb and Joshua, told the people, “If
God is pleased with us, He will bring us into this land. The Lord is with
us! Don’t be afraid!” The people believed the other men and threatened
to throw stones at Caleb and Joshua.

God told Moses that none of the adults who disobeyed Him, except
Caleb and Joshua, would enter the land He promised.

After forty years, Caleb, Joshua, and those who remained would enter
the land.

Moses told the people what God said, and they were overcome with
sadness. “We were wrong,” they decided. “Let’s go into the land God
promised us.” Moses warned them not to go, but the people dared to
enter the country anyway. When they did, the Canaanites attacked and
chased them away.
