How does God respond to their prayer in verse 31, and what does this signify about the role of prayer in their
mission?

Why or why not?

How does remembering God’s sovereignty help you face opposition or uncertainty in your life?

In what ways can you pray for boldness in your personal mission field?

How have you experienced God’s power and presence in response to prayer? Share an example.
What practical steps can you take to align your prayers with God’s will and mission in your daily life”?
