5. Read Genesis 22:9-18. What was God’s reasoning behind asking Abraham to sacrifice Isaac? 

6. If Abraham had been satisfied with keeping his little family, what would he have missed out on?  
(See verses 17-18.) 

7. What are the dangers for the church if we don’t focus on reaching the next generation? 

8. How can we focus beyond our current church “family” and seek to bless future generations? 

9. Are there young people in your life that you can seek to invest in order to seek after God’s promise to bless 
the nations?
