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Be Alert

“Even so, when you see all these things, you know that
it is near, right at the door.” (Matt. 24:33)

Recently, new coronaviruses have been abusive around
the world. 50,000 people have been diagnosed, nearly
3,000 people have died, and more than 40 countries have
been infected. This has caused tremendous panic to
humanity. In the past, people overly trusted science,
thinking that science could solve all problems in the
world. We can land on the moon, plan to emigrate to Mars,
and even clone life, but we are powerless in the face of a
tiny invisible virus. The mutational nature of the
microorganisms and the speculative flu vaccines that
appear on the market each year show that science can only
cope with what is known, but has no power over the
unknown in the future. In the end, we find that human
wisdom is limited, so it's better to be humble and not to
despise the Creator, who controls everything.

How should Christians deal with this widespread
epidemic? First of all, we should take personal protection
and maintain healthy and hygiene habits: Wash your hands
carefully, prohibit spitting, attend to droplets while talking,
keep a distance when talking to people, reduce contact
with stuff touched by many people, and reduce
unnecessary activities. If you have any cold symptom,
wear a mask, automatically self-quarantine, seek medical
examination when having a fever, and comply with the
requests of quarantine inspectors.

Second, we must pay attention to the teaching of the last
days in the Bible. The world will become more and more
chaotic, and natural and man-made disasters will become
more and more serious. Pestilences, the plague of locusts,
earthquakes, and famines are all signs of the last days
(Luke 21:11). So we must be alert, because when we do
not expect, the Son of Man will come and end this
generation (Matt. 24:44). Can we stand firm, calmly
giving accounts to Him?

Recently I received news from the new coronavirus
affected area. A Christian friend who is also a supporter
of our training work has returned home from North
America to visit his old father during the Chinese New
Year. Resulting from the heart attack and his community
being closed due to the epidemic situation, he was
delayed for receiving the medical treatment. At the age
of fifty, he passed away. His wife and children staying in
the foreign country could not rush back to the funeral,
feeling very sad. But they are confident that God will not
make mistakes, and that everything has His good
intentions. He will surely help them walk out of distress.
This is the testimony of believers, because we have the
hope of eternal life.
