In front of the gate of the "Christ is King" Catholic
Primary School in Kansas City, a picture of the Lord
Jesus holding a lamb is displayed on the screen.
People passing by will stop and remember a touching
story.

In 2020, when Valentine's Day came, Mr. Bob got
an unexpected surprise. The children gave a mug
filled with candy to the 88-year-old traffic guard who
protected children while crossing the street.
