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Turn Fear into Strength

“Why are you sleeping?" he asked them. "Get up
and pray so that you will not fall into temptation.”
(Luke 22:46)

A 27-year-old New Yorker born with a rare liver
disease resulting in the need for two liver
transplants said: “As I reach out and grab the metal
pole in the train on the Seventh Avenue line, I find
that all eyes are on me. They are indignant, it
seems, that | grabbed the pole with my hand after
just coughing into the crook of my elbow. What
stuns me isn’t their disgust at my cough or their
rush to grab their newly purchased bottles of hand
sanitizer, but rather that the coronavirus outbreak
might be the first time they are fearing for their
health and, subsequently, for their life.”

According to the National Health Council,
around 133 million Americans live with incurable
or chronic diseases — that’s 40 percent of the
public. Kendall Ciesemier is one of them. Because
of her physical situation, she starts a “Kids Caring
4 Kids” movement in communities when she was
11 years old. In 2007, she was named one of
America's top ten youth volunteers by the National
Association of Secondary School Principals. In
2010, Kendall was named one of Glamour
Magazine's top ten women of the year for her
service work. Currently, she works with the New
York Timeas a journalist, also an aspiring
motivational speaker. She has voiced for handicaps
and asked not to discriminate them, standing up for
those who have been suffered in long term disease
to meet their needs. Kendall also said:
“Coronavirus-panic is natural, but if our fear is
going to be there, we might as well put it to use and
make it work for us — for our goals, for our
perspective and for others.”

Before the Lord Jesus faced the torture of the
cross, He also showed human fear. But instead of
letting this fear control Him, He prayed to God the
Father in heaven and asked to strengthen Him to
overcome the test. Of course, everything is in the
will of God, and only obedient to Him can we see
the final victory. | hope when we face the threat of
this epidemic of coronavirus, we can keep alert and
faithful, not to follow the rumors of the world.
