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Wearing Face Masks?

“O God, rose up to judge, to save all the afflicted of
the land, and the land feared and was quiet.” (Psalms
76:8)

There have been four recorded pandemics in human
history that changed the course of history. In 1350,
Mongolian plague invaded Europe, and tens of
millions of people died, causing the collapse of the
feudal system. In the 16th century, Europeans
emigrated to the Americas, bringing infectious diseases
to the indigenous people and causing 90% of the
population to disappear, and the Americas became
colonies. In 1640, the plague appeared in northern
China, causing half of Beijing's deaths in the late Ming
Dynasty, which accelerated the Qing's replacement of
the Ming Dynasty. This time, the new Coronavirus is
trampling the world, threatening human life. What
impact will it have?

The COVID-19 is terrible because it’s tricky in
hiding and invisible in spreading. When the virus
invades the human body through the respiratory tract,
it quickly infiltrates the out layer of cells in lungs, uses
the nutrients to replicate itself, and then distributes it to
other cells. At this time, the body's immune system
raises an alarm. Through the lymph and blood, a large
number of resistant cells are sent to the alveoli. Two of
them are neutrophils and T cells. The former will send
a lot of enzymes like bullets killing everything,
regardless of good or bad cells. The protective layers
of many body organs are also destroyed, so other
pathogens that were not able to work begin to attack
the human body. Therefore, when you have a high
fever, it means that the immune system is out of
control and your own organs have been destroyed and
turned into pneumonia. At this time, the virus begins to
invade liver and other organs and the condition
deteriorates.

In fact, to prevent airborne viral infections, the most
effective way is to wear a mask and wash your hands.
In 1897, European surgeons began to wear masks.
When the flu spread in Manzhou, China in 1911, the
mortality rate was 100%. At that time, a Chinese
doctor studying in the United Kingdom, Wu Lien Teh
vigorously promoted wearing cotton cloth masks. His
colleague French doctor mocked him and refused to
wear it. He died of the infection a few days later.

The virus is terrible, but human ignorance and pride
are even more terrible. When people choose not to
obey God and act according to their own freedom, the
repeated epidemics will only numb people's hearts. In
the end, they still haven’t learned to be humble and
return to the true God.
