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The Origin of Family

"He who hates me, | will punish him from his father
and his son until three or four generations." (Ex.20:5b)

An ancient book of Rites records a passage:
"Children of a good smelting craftsman will make
leather clothes, and children of a good bow maker will
make dustpans.” It means that the actions of parents
will affect the behavior of children. The environment
in which a person grows up is his original family,
which will affect him throughout his life. The
following are six kinds of wrong attitudes of parents
have towards their children, which will bring bad luck
to the children in their lives.

1. Perfectionism---parents are very demanding, and
children will be punished if they fail to reach it.
Children who grow up in such families tend to be
anxious and fearful.

2. Excessive spoiling type---spoiling children
without principles and acting according to their
wishes. Parents cultivate a child to be like a giant
defiant baby who will not be responsible for his
behavior, nor know how to be grateful.

3. Over protective type---everything is done by
parents; children have no chance to learn and face
difficulties. After growing up, children are too
dependent and have poor independence, and they
cannot solve problems by themselves.

4. Strict discipline—ack of warmth at home,
children cannot truly express themselves. On the
surface, children behave. Once there is no supervision,
it is difficult to control themselves, and they will even
rebel against their parents when they grow up.

5. Too busy type—parents are busy making money,
and children are handed over to the elderly. As a result,
children lack high-quality love, and they are prone to
make mistakes in relationship matters as adults.

6. Frequent quarrels—couples often quarrel or
resort to violence. In this situation, children who grow
up tend to resort to extreme measures and cannot
manage their own emotions. They have difficulty
trusting others, or care about trivial matters, and worry
about themselves.

Many examples in the Bible, such as the favoritism
of Isaac and Rebekah is the quarreling type (Gen.
25:28); Joash’s defense of Gideon is the protective
type (Judges 6:31); Eli’s two sons are the over spoiling
type (1 Samuel 2:29); Saul is the strict discipline type
to Jonathan (1 Samuel 20:30); Job is the perfectionism
(Job 1:5); many are the too busy type.

We must always rely on the reminder of the Holy
Spirit to review and correct. That is because our own
family is the original family of our children.
