Lunar New Year is the biggest event of the year for
Chinese people. There are many legends about the
New Year, among which the story of Nian Beast is
the most appealing. According to the legend, in
ancient times there was a terrifying monster named
Nian, living in the bottom of the sea. Every Lunar
New Year's Eve it cameout to eat people. The
villagers would prepare some sacrifices called "New
Year's greetings,” and then hide in the caves on the
mountain while still dark. One day, an old man came,
riding on a lion. Ancient China had no lions. This
man came from the West. He told everyone that Nian
Beast was afraid of red things and the sound of
bamboo bursting. So everyone posted a lot of red
paper on the doors and prepared a lot of bamboo. On
the night of New Year's Eve, the bamboo was thrown
into the fire, making a crackling sound. The Nian
Beast came and became scared when he saw red
everywhere and heard the crackling of bamboo. At
that time, the old man brought out the lion and
challenged the Nian Beast. Nian Beast dared not stay
anymore, turned his head and ran away. Just after
dawn, everyone came out and found nothing
happened, so congratulated each other, which is
regarded as the New Year. After the old man left,
everyone continued to use this method to get rid of
the Nian Beast, and even made some fake lions,
where people hid in and danced.

In fact, this legend and Passover of the ancient
Hebrew nation recorded in the Bible have many
similar teachings. At that time, the Israelites were
slaves in Egypt, and Pharaoh ravaged them like a
terrible beast. Moses received instructions from God
to teach the Israelites how to deal with Pharaoh. He
used ten natural disasters to force the Pharaoh to
yield. On that night of New Year’s Eve, Moses told
the Israelites to apply the blood of the lamb to
doorposts; all family members must gather in the
house and eat the roasted lamb, unleavened bread and
bitter vegetables. The Death Angel in the middle of
the night passed houses he saw red blood; thus, the
eldest sons of all the Egyptians were Killed. When
they rose the next day, the Israelis left Egypt openly
to establish their own country.

When thinking of the New Year's origin, the
legend is certainly not credible, but the Lord Jesus is
called, “The Lion of Judah” (Rev. 5:5). He can indeed
defeat the devil and save those who believe in Him.
