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The Resurrection of Jesus

"That He was buried, that He was raised on the third
day according to the Scripture.” (1 Corn. 15:4)

After an event has happened, it becomes history.
There are four most important aspects to investigate the
authenticity of an event; the witnesses’ testimonies, the
relics left behind, the circumstances and motives at the
time, and the reasonable reasoning about the case. For
example, the interrogation of George Floyd's homicide
requires the witnesses’ testimonies, videos taken by
someone, the discriminatory records of the police
officers involved, and the reasoning of the case. The
same is true for the review of the historical events in the
resurrection of Jesus.

First, the earliest witness records are the four
Gospels. Some people think that the records in the
Gospels are contradictory to each other. By carefully
putting together the events on the day of Jesus'
resurrection, we can indeed see the different
perspectives and the sources of information that
completely complement each other in the timeline. It is
an independent investigation and has no plagiarism.

Second, Jesus' tomb has been empty since the first
century. Although there are different opinions on the
exact location, at first believers did not regard his tomb
as a place to commemorate him, indicating that Jesus’
body was indeed gone from the beginning. What was
most likely to happen was his followers stole the body
and pretended that he was resurrected. However, the
Roman regime at that time did not actively seek out the
remains. The resurrection cannot be stopped.

Third, the disciples of Jesus had no motives to fake
the resurrection. The disciples hid and fled, and no one
wanted to oppose the government. Moreover, in those
three years, Jesus had not established any organization
at all that would continue to develop.

Fourth, the entire Christian faith is based on the
resurrection of Jesus. If Jesus hadn't been resurrected,
he would have been just a teacher. A few disciples
could not develop a huge belief system. See the
philosophers in Greece and Rome who have died off.
The resurrection of Jesus confirms that he is God and
can transcend the restraints of death, so what he said
is true. Only in this way can believers continue to
experience his existence and communicate with him.

The resurrection of the Lord Jesus is a
historical and true event, and it can also be
confirmed by reasoning. It is impossible to deny it.
