“I’m Laurie, child of God, wife, mother,
grandmother, friend. I’m also a recovering
perfectionist, committed to staying awake and
engaged with life, God, others, and this bruised and
beautiful planet.” This is the statement on Laurie
Klein’s web homepage.

Recalling the beginning of the 1980s, a very
popular worship sound, "Lord, I love you", was
sang in churches and fellowships. Young people
can take the guitar and sing softly, preparing their
hearts to enter the worship of God. It wasn't until
forty years had passed that | saw the story of this
hymn’s writer. At that time, her husband, Bill, at
Central Oregon Community College studying
Forest Technology. They had just given birth to a
young daughter and faced a very distressing
environment. She said:

“It was a dark time in my life. We had no extra
money, no friends nearby, no church home and my
husband was busy all of the time with his studies. |
didn’t drive, so | couldn’t get away. We lived on a
highway in a mobile home, so I couldn’t even put
the baby in a stroller and go for a walk. Our only
neighbors were people long retired and tired of life.
When | needed some encouragement there was no
extra money for long distance calls to family or
friends. I was lonely. The only thing I was
committed to was trying to get up each morning
before our baby, and spend some time with Jesus. |
knew that was where the ‘life’ was.”

One day, when Laurie was doing spiritual
practice, she held the guitar and said to the Lord,
"Lord, there is nothing in me. If you want to hear
me sing, would you give me something that you
would like to hear?" Amazingly, when she began to
sing, the words "Lord, I love you, and I lift my
voice..." just followed the tone it came out, and she
quickly wrote it down. This song changed Laurie
that day, and it has also changed thousands of
people in the past, and it has become history. To
this day, Laurie still writing articles to encourage
disappointed people.

There are many ups and downs in our lives. At
the lowest point of life, it may also be our closest
moment to the Lord. Sometimes the love He loves
us is obscured by our gloom. So why not let Him
do the work? We just have to speak and praise Him
and tell our love for Him.
