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Reasoning with Your Children

"Train a child in the way he should go, and when he
is old, he will not turn from it." (Prv 22:6)

Many times, parents unconsciously use authority to
ask their children to do what they want. This is
understandable. But when a child enters adolescence
and tries to learn to master life by himself, it is easy to
conflict with his parents. The simplest example is
playing video games or using social media on the
Internet. Both parties often argue about it; oftentimes
parents beat, scold, physically punish their children, and
even call the police. How do parents reason with their
children? We can learn from the discussion of the two
and half tribes with Joshua in the Bible.

First, to communicate well with the other party—
Joshua initially invited the Reubenites, the Gadites, and
the half- tribe of Manasseh to talk, with a sincere and
reciprocal heart. He told them the meaning of the family,
the direction to work towards together, and the benefit
of being considerate for the other person (Jos 1:12-13).
Parents often blame or restrict a lot without
communication, and it is difficult to talk about it when
both sides get frustrated.

Second, it is necessary to formulate a rule agreed
upon by both parties. Joshua suggested that their wives
and children did not need to pass over the Jordan River
because they had their own land to take care of. But the
mighty warriors among them should come out and fight
with the enemy with the other ten tribes because other
people had also helped them to seize the land for their
inheritance. They should not return to their land until
they got victory (Jos 1: 14-15). Parents must set the
rules with their children, how much time their children
can go online every day, and have more free time on
weekends. It must be reasonable to take away the
privilege if children violate the rules or their grades
drop.

Third, parents should lead by example when
implementing the regulations and stick to them. Joshua
asked them to speak out for themselves, what
punishment they would face if they didn't fulfill this
rule, not just to obey him, but to obey God (Jos 1:16-
18). Of course, Joshua himself followed this rule until
the task was completed (Joshua 22:1-6). Likewise, if
children do not obsessively surf the Internet, parents
should not sit in front of the computer all the time. They
should spend time teaching their children other activities
so that their energy can be relieved.

Finally, the most appropriate way of a parent-child
relationship is to adjust the center of the children’s lives
to Christ Jesus and maintain family worship.
