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Refraining from Anger

"Refrain from anger and turn from wrath, do not
fret, for it leads only to evil." (Ps. 37:8)

When the Lord Jesus was preaching in Martha’s
home, Mary sat at His feet listening. Martha prepared
food for the guests in the back. She was so anxious
and saw her sister not helping, so she came to the
Lord Jesus and asked him to order Mary to help her.
This was understandable at first, but there were three
problems. First, her heart was troubled. Second, she
didn't directly ask her sister to help. Instead, she
posed problems for the Lord Jesus and used His
authority to control her sister. Third, her
dissatisfaction had shifted from Mary to the Lord.

The Lord Jesus didn't mean to reprimand Martha
in the conversation, because He said: "Martha,
Martha" twice in a polite tone. In fact, He also praised
her for working hard for many things. Martha’s
difficulty is not being too busy, but the work of her
ministry has become “distracted” and "troubled."
When she lost the focus of serving the Lord Jesus, she
felt mistreated. When we serve in the church,
whatever we do is for the Lord, it is equally
important. But we cannot show that what we do is
more important than what others do because we are
doing more things.

The Lord Jesus said: "There is only one thing
indispensable”, which means "concentrate on
working for the Lord." Mary did nothing, but she put
all her thoughts on Jesus, which is what God values
most. In fact, Jesus’ preaching also needs audiences,
just as in Sunday worship being an audience member
is also an act of service. Listening to the Words
comes first, and doing the Words last; doing without
listening first, it may be a wrongdoing.

What is "better blessing"? Obviously, it is not
about material rewards, but rather, spiritual
satisfaction. However more importantly, Mary
understood the meaning of the Lord Jesus' death. She
later prepared anointing oil for the Lord’s death (John
12:7), leaving behind a beautiful example admired
through the ages.

To refrain from anger is to communicate with
wisdom and gentleness. The communication of the
Lord Jesus is not to criticize first, but to accept and
praise others first, then express the message with a
gentle heart, and communicate with each other
according to the principle of speaking the truth in
love (Eph.4:15). If we all can follow the example of
the Lord Jesus, many unnecessary misunderstandings
can be resolved.
