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The Story of the D-Day

"They will beat their swords into plowshares and
their spears into pruning hooks. Nation will not take up
sword against nation."” (Isa. 2:4)

In the morning of June 6, 1944, Allied forces
staged an enormous assault on German positions on
the beaches of Normandy, France. The invasion is
often known by the nickname “D-Day.” For seventy
some years many stories that happened on that day
have been reported, but still many small stories have
never been told yet.

Among the 13,348 U.S. Army paratroopers
jumping into Normandy, there were only 13 chaplains.
One of them was Francis L. Sampson. He nearly
drowned when he landed in a swamp and his heavy
120-pound sack containing his combat and religious
gear kept him down plus the parachute still attached to
his back. He cried to the Lord for help. Then suddenly
a gust of wind that blew his parachute away, and he
quickly took his knife cut the strings and got himself
out of the swamp. He heard the screams of bullets
zipping around him. He watched a frantic pilot steering
a C-47 into a nearby woods and disappear into a blast
of orange fire with thick, black smoke. He crouched
and hurried alone in the darkness, praying for each of
the fallen he passed. At last, he came to a ditch and
dropped into it. He found fellow paratroopers huddling
in the grove and they happily embraced him.

Sampson worked at an aid station caring for those
who were shot, blown up, burned, and disabled, and
gave last rites to those who had passed. When the
Germans surrounded his position, one German soldier
pointed his pistol into Sampson’s stomach; the bolt
clicked, but did not fire. Another German stopped the
commotion and spared him after noticing the red cross
on Sampson’s left arm and the cross around his neck.
Then, they walked away. Later, during the Battle of the
Bulge, he jumped into Holland, and was captured. In
10 days, they marched 185 miles before they were
forced into a train to deliver them to a prison camp. He
continued to work in the camp, performing weekly
rites and counseling the weak. He was kept in the
camp until the end of WWII when the Allied forces
defeated the Germans and released all P.O.W.

Sampson served in the Army after the war. He was
promoted to the rank of major general before retiring
in 1971.
