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The Story of America

"Blessed is the nation whose God is the Lord,."
(Psalm 33:12)

When Columbus reached the Caribbean islands in
1492, there were at least two million natives in North
America. Most of the immigrants coming to America in
the 17th century were from Britain, Holland, Germany,
and France. They came to develop the New World to
escape from war, political and religious persecution. The
most famous of these is the Puritans by the Mayflower in
1620.

The new immigrants successively established
thirteen colonies with different styles. They were the
New England Trade Zone in the Northeast, the Industrial
Zone in the Midwest, and the Agricultural Zone in the
Southeast. Due to conflicts of interest, the Indians were
gradually driven to the mountains, and the white people
built cities on the flat ground. The mother country sent
governors to govern, and the immigrants set up a
parliament to supervise them. The conflicts between the
two increased and finally brewed into a war for
independence. Because of the mixed culture and the
spirit of autonomy, the ancestors adopted a democratic
system. Resisting the British government's taxation and
control, the bloody conflict broke out in Boston. On July
4, 1776, 56 representatives of the 13 colonies signed the
Declaration of Independence of the United States at the
Second Continental Congress in Philadelphia. The
United States of America was formally established. But
the War for Independence continued for seven years till
the Treaty of Paris was finalized in 1783.

The Declaration of Independence caused a sensation
in Europe, and the concept of natural human rights began
to spread in the Western world. However, the thirteen
loose states did not have a unified system; the small
states demanded equal power, while the large states
demanded more power. The industrial states favored the
abolition of slavery, while the agricultural slave states
opposed it; some wanted a large federal government, and
some demanded restrictions on the federal government.
With the efforts of Thomas Jefferson, John Adams, and
more than fifty representatives, in September 1787, nine
states finally signed the Constitution, establishing the
three-branch system of legislative, judicial, and
executive powers. Later, some people proposed the Bill
of Rights to protect the people's freedom of speech and
belief, and they won the support of all the people.

Over the next two hundred years later, 17 more
amendments were added to the Constitution. On April
30, 1789, Washington was elected as the first President
of the United States, and the cabinet of various
departments was established. The United States finally
sprang up under the gaze of the European powers and
became a God-fearing, democratic, and free country.
