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Nationalism

"There is neither Jew nor Greek, slave nor free,
male nor female, for you are all one in Christ Jesus."
(Gal. 3:28)

Nationalism refers to an ideology of the culture,
tradition, and interests of the nation, and its main
purpose is to pursue the survival, development, and
prosperity of the nation. Early nationalism was to
protect the survival of one's own society, and was
differentiated from other ethnic groups with different
cultures, resulting in a group concept. It is like a war
among tribes in the primeval forest. Modern
nationalism is the concept of community emphasized
by various European nations to compete for interests
and expand their colonies after the French Revolution
in the 18th century. But exactly how to define a nation,
and what the connotation of ism includes, has never
been finalized. It is like national autonomy. It is
difficult to say whether to include those nationalities;
in the end, do you want to build a country based on the
tribe, or a tribe based on the country? Only then will
there be so many countries in the world. When every
political power arises, it will use the concept of
nationalism to consolidate its leadership, fool the
people, and support its ambitions, including fascism on
the far right, and communism on the far left. Only 10%
of the countries in the world are of a single ethnic
group, such as Japan and South Korea. Others are
combinations of multiple ethnic groups, and they must
be governed by integration, equal rights, or oppression.
In addition to political nationalism, there is also
religious nationalism, which is the use of a certain
religion to bring people together for the purpose of
survival or expansion. The abuse of Islamic State in
the Middle East recently is a good example.

Does the Hebrew nation in the Old Testament
emphasize nationalism? We need to understand that
God made a covenant with Abraham to preserve a
nation that believes in Him. Through the descendants
of this nation, a Messiah the Savior God prepared to
save mankind appeared. Therefore, Israelis are not
allowed to marry foreigners and cannot accept foreign
cultures, all for this purpose, to fulfill God’s covenant.
In terms of essence, the Old Testament does not
emphasize nationalism, but God wants all nations to
be blessed by the Messiah (Genesis 22:18). So when
the Messiah came, all believers in the world became
Israelis (Galatians 3:29). There is no distinction in
Christ; all are children of God. If human beings want
to pursue peace, they must abandon nationalism and
collectively return to the Master of creation.
