But
when she opened the page of Facebook post, she was
taken aback, because the boy was none other than her
son Hayden. The narration of the photo reads: "I
commend the young man that stood alone at Lake
Minneola High School's ‘See You at the Pole Day.'I
welled up with tears, happy tears, proud tears. |
honestly didn't know that ‘See You at the Pole Day’
was today until after | had left and heard it on the
radio.” This photo was immediately circulated with
madness, and there were various responses, good and
bad. Stacey immediately sent a text message to her
son, praising him for his courage and confidence.
When Hayden returned from school, he told his
mother that he was waiting for other classmates to
come, but no one showed up. He began to pray to
God, "God, please allow me to be used by You.
People here see that they are urged by you to pray for
this country.” As a result, his photo was posted on the
Internet, and many people were moved to participate
in prayer.

"See You at the Pole Day" is a prayer movement
initiated by students on campus in the United States
since 1995. This yearly event encourages students to
gather to pray for their schools, friends, families,
churches, and communities. One day in September,
students gather in front of the school's flagpole to
pray. This movement has developed into a worldwide
event, with 2 million people participating in 2005.
