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For the Sake of Conscience

"The goal of this command is love, which comes
from a pure heart and a good conscience and a sincere
faith." (1 Tim.1:5)

In April five hundred years ago, when Martin
Luther came to Worms in the Holy Roman Empire, he
stood before the emperor and nobles of the Imperial
Diet and argued for his position, explaining why he
opposed the sale of indulgences, the Pope’s forgiveness
of sins, and the Church Treasury of Merit. At the end,
he said a famous saying: "My conscience is captive of
God's Word. | cannot and will not change any beliefs."

Conscience is the basis for an upright person to act.
In a society, human conscience is affected by the
created human nature and environmental factors.
Christians have the indwelling of the Holy Spirit, and
their conscience is often cleansed and renewed by the
Holy Spirit through the Word of God (Romans 9:1).
When a person's conscience is weak, he may make
wrong decisions (1 Corinthians 8:10), so the standard
should still be based on the Word of God. Of course,
sometimes there is no direct teaching of God's Word, or
less important issues, which will cause different
opinions and disputes. But there are bigger principles to
follow. For example, for those who are with weak
conscience, those who are strong have to sacrifice their
own opinions (1 Corinthians 10:28), tolerate with love
(Col. 3:13) and pursue unity in the Lord (Ephesians
4:3), and so on.

Paul taught that Christians should submit to the
authorities (Romans 13:1). That is a general principle
because Paul did not specify which regime to submit to.
But Peter and John opposed the command issued by the
high priest and the Sanhedrin, "Judge for yourselves
whether it is right in God’s sight to obey you rather than
God!" (Acts 4:19) This is a specific case, because they
did not allow Peter to preach the gospel. Peter and
John’s opposition is the same as Martin Luther’s, based
on a conscience guided by the Holy Spirit. In a church,
there may be two different opposing views. All say that
they are based on their conscience, and even have
biblical support. What should we do? Wemust consider
if it is a basic truth, like Peter insisting on preaching the
gospel, or a secondary truth, like Paul arguing about
whether to eat things sacrificed to idols. Secondary
truths should be taken into consideration with basic
truths, like accepting each other with love and the
importance of pursuing unity.

The conscience can be contaminated. So, we must
always draw near to the Lord and keep our hearts pure
and bright.
