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Wearing Masks

"Nobody should seek his own good, but the good of
others,” (1 Cor 10:24)

In Lacy Lakeview, Texas, when Connally Junior
High School just opened a few weeks ago, students
were rarely seen wearing masks. Immediately after the
news from the school, that two teachers passed away
from the COVID-19, and every student got off the
yellow school buses put on a mask. Now the entire
Connally School District requires everyone to wear a
mask. Since May, the Governor of Texas, Greg Abbott,
has banned the government and school districts from
forcing people to wear masks, arguing the freedom of
choice not to wear them. But after school started in
August, many school districts in big cities demanded
that students wear masks, and a court denied the
governor’s order. Now the remote school districts not
requiring masks have also changed their minds one by
one, forcing students to wear masks. Because the
pandemic is spreading among children, people must
give in. The Health Dept. of the Waco region said that
there were 50 cases of illness among students in the first
two weeks of school last year, and 774 cases at the same
time this year; the proportion of people with COVID-19
under the age of 17 jumped from 8% to 24%. At the
same time, the percentage of young people between the
ages of 12 to 17 vaccinated is very low. The two
deceased teachers at Connally Junior High were a 59-
year-old, seventh grade teacher and a 41-year-old, sixth
grade teacher. It shocked the entire school district. But
those opposed to wearing masks still oppose it.

How effective is wearing a mask for epidemic
prevention? Theoretically speaking, it depends on what
kind of mask and how to wear it. But according to
common sense, wearing one is better than not wearing
one, and it is for the benefit of others, except for the
healthy issue. In 1918, during the American Flu
Pandemic, the government vigorously promoted
wearing masks, but the public responded indifferently.
Businesses were unwilling to push away customers not
wearing masks. Politicians were pleased the citizens to
gain votes. The police stations were crowded with
people violating regulations. But over time, wearing a
mask still slowed the spread of the epidemic.

Wearing a mask makes one uncomfortable, but it
expresses two things. First, one wills to sacrifice and
obey by losing a little freedom for the benefit of others.
Second, it reduces the unknowing spread of infectious
diseases that one may carry, even if it is a small amount
of transmission. An interesting question: if the Lord
Jesus came to church today, would He wear a mask?
