"Parents are the pride of their children." (Prov.17:6)

"If I can change my father, | want him to play with
me more, because he is always busy with other
things." - (a 7-year-old boy)

"If my father can stop being so stubborn, listen to
me first, and not assume the worst result every time,
then he will be the perfect father." --(a 12-year-old
