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The Bias of Inequality

"Let no debt remain outstanding, except the
continuing debt to love one another, for whoever loves
others has fulfilled the law." (Rom. 13:8)

Recently, the case of the former police officer of
Minnesota, Derek Chauvin, kneeling on the neck of the
suspect George Floyd with his leg causing Floyd’s
death, has entered the trial stage. It set off a big news
wave, bringing people back to the painful memory of a
year ago. Last May, four policemen appeared in front of
a shop in Minneapolis; someone reported that an African
American was attempting to use counterfeit $20
banknotes. When the tall Floyd was subdued, Officer
Chauvin pressed his leg on Floyd’s neck, suffocating
him. When Floyd shouted, "I can't breathe," Chauvin
ignored it and continued exerting force on his leg. The
suspect died within nine minutes. This incident aroused
dissatisfaction with the excessive use of force by the
police throughout the country, and even led African
Americans to stage protests in various places. The
"Black Lives Matter" organization took the opportunity
to incite the masses to riot in various cities; set fires,
robbed, destroyed, and killed, causing hundreds of
millions of financial losses. The politicians of the
Democratic Party mobilized the BLM movements one
after another to strongly support the defense rights of
African Americans, and people even painted the streets
with the slogan "Black Lives Matter", as if to get rid of
the police system. At about the same time, two police
officers sitting in a police car in Los Angeles were
suddenly shot by an African American. The witnesses
did not call 911 but insulted them. They even went to
the hospital emergency room to protest, not allowing
people to rescue them, and repeating "let them die!"

Darek Chauvin’s actions are indeed guilty and
should be punished by law, but should those inciting
riots among African Americans also be punished? There
is no truth and justice in this generation. "Political
correctness" has become a higher constitution. Racial
discrimination has become a talisman for Democratic
politicians. NBA basketball star LeBron James accused
others of racial discrimination. He has earned tens of
millions of dollars. His driver, chef, gardener, and
accountant are all white. Yet he thinks, he is being
discriminated against.

As long as it is a human society, there will be
unequal treatment, and people will always think that
they are being deceived. What Christians need to
promote is to love each other, not to compare who
suffers more.
