Student has Fever 
and/or new loss of 
taste and/or smell

A
See STOP

Student has no fever 
but 1 or more COVID 

symptoms

B Doctor’s note of 
clearance OR negative 

COVID test

Sibling(s) remains at school but if test 
comes back positive, sibling is removed

and class(es) notified 

C Student had known 
exposure OR living at 

home with COVID 
positive family 

member 

Student must get a 
COVID test 

OR 

Quarantine for 14 days 
before returning to 

school

STOP

If test comes back 
negative, follow existing 

school illness policy. 
Student may return 24 

hours fever free without 
use of medication and 
symptoms improving

If test comes back 
positive, student must 
quarantine for 10 days 

before returning to 
school

Symptoms Include:

• Fever

• Chills

• Cough

• Shortness of breath

• Difficulty breathing

• Fatigue

• Muscle or body aches

• Headache

• New loss of taste or smell

• Sore throat

• Congestion or runny nose

• Nausea or vomiting

• Diarrhea

Sibling(s) also sent 
home. Remains home 

until symptomatic 
sibling test negative. 

If test comes back positive 
but student is 

asymptomatic, student must 
quarantine for 10 days 

before returning to school

If any symptoms present 
themselves during quarantine, 

COVID test is required.

If test is positive, students may 
not return for 10 days after onset 

of symptoms.

Student must 
quarantine for 10 days, 
can return on day 11 if 

no symptoms  OR
student must 

quarantine for 7 days, 
can return on day 8 if 

no symptoms  and
have a negative COVID 

swab obtained no 
earlier than day 5. 

*Please note that administration/nursing staff will have the final recommendations with 
areas that are not clearly covered in this diagram

*If exposed to COVID but fully vaccinated please notify the school nurse to develop a plan
*Contact school nurse with all positive COVID results and/or known exposures
