We are excited to be offering the Bible College classes.  We are going to offer the First Year 

Certificate of Ministry starting Monday, January 10, 2022, at the Freedom Tabernacle 

Campus.  Classes will be held on Monday evenings at 7:00 p.m. We will meet in Pilgrim Hall or 

the Main Sanctuary.   

 

1st Semester Dates: January 10 – March 28, 2022 (No class Monday, April 4th) 

2nd Semester Dates: April 11th – June 27, 2022 (No class Monday, May 30, 2022)  

 

Purpose 
To provide an opportunity to train the local body to be more effective ministers, provide a 

solid Biblical foundation, make disciples, and stir up the fire of the Holy Spirit with the 

Word of God.   Through a partnership with the Calvary Fellowship School of Ministry, this 

platform allows us the opportunity to train, teach, and offer accreditation through 

Southwest Bible College and Seminary (a fully accredited college with the American 

Association of Theological Institutions).   

Entire Program 
Currently, there is a One Year Certificate of Ministry, an Associate’s Degree in Biblical 

Studies (8-10 week extension of One Year of Certificate), and a Bachelor’s Degree in Biblical 

Studies.  

The One Year Certificate of Ministry consists of two twelve week semesters and fits in 

the typical school year.  The teachings are set to take place in a 1 ½ -2 hour class each 

week.  Each lesson consists of a classroom style setting, with notes, power point key words 

and highlights, and sheets to follow along with during class.   

The Associate’s Degree is a simple 8-10 week add on to the 1st year Certificate Program.   

After Associate’s Degree completion, the student receives full 60 credit hours needed to 

enter the Bachelor’s Program.  Additional Fees will apply.  (Predominantly, 80 % of 

students complete this portion upon completion of 1st Year Certificate of Ministry) 

Bachelor’s Degree.  After completion of the Associate’s Degree, a student may continue in 

the program to earn 60 credit hours or 20 classes to complete the Bachelor’s Degree 

program.  Additional Fees will apply.

COST: $595.00 

This cost includes registration, administrative fees, and the cost of the (2) 12 week 

semesters that will fit with a typical school year.   

A $100.00 non-refundable deposit is due by Monday, January 17, 2022, which will leave the 

balance due of $495.00.   

All payments should be made to Freedom Tabernacle with Bible College in memo line. 

We offer three options to pay the remainder of the tuition:

Option 2: Pay $100.00 non-refundable deposit by January 17, 2022, pay $197.50 by    

March 21, 2022, then the balance of $297.50 by June 13, 2022. 

Option 3: Pay $100.00 non-refundable deposit by January 17, 2022, then payments may be 

made in installments by the dates listed below. For your convenience, payments can be 

made by check, cash, credit card, or you can download our Freedom Tabernacle App and 

pay through the App.
