Know Where You're Going.

Psalm 78

4 We will not hide these truths from our children; we will tell
the next generation about the glorious deeds of the Lord,
about his power and his mighty wonders. & So the next
generation might know them - even the children not yet born
- and they in turn will teach their own children. 7 So each
generation should set its hope anew on God, not forgetting

his glorious miracles and obeying his commands.

e #1 job as a parent is to point your children to God.

e When you start with the end in mind

you’ll know what to do in the middle.

Work as a Team.

Genesis 2

5. Ask for Help.

James 1

5 If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask of God,
who gives to all generously and without reproach,

and it will be given to him.

e The Holy Spirit is your helper.
e Your spouse is your helper.

e Your community is your helper.

6. Lead with Joy.

Isaiah 55

12 You shall go out in joy and be led forth in peace.

e When you focus on things that are Joyful

you’ll have more Joy.

e Children are God’s blessing that we get to manage.

7. Put Your Hope in the Lord.

Psalm 71

5 0 Lord, you alone are my hope.
I've trusted you, O Lord, from childhood.

e The Lord is the only one who won’t let you down.

e Hope is believing that God can do what you can't.
