4	Reasons	You	Should	Repent.


1. Because	your	sin	SEPARATES	you	from	GOD.


Isaiah	59

12	 For	our	 sins	are	piled	up	before	God	and	 testify	against	us.		

Yes,	 we	 know	 what	 sinners	 we	 are.	 	 13	 We	 know	 we	 have	

rebelled	and	have	denied	the	Lord.	 	We	have	turned	our	backs	

on	 our	 God.	 	 We	 know	 how	 unfair	 and	 oppressive	 we	 have	

been,	carefully	planning	our	deceitful	lies.


Isaiah	53

6	 	All	of	us,	 like	sheep,	have	strayed	away.	We	have	 left	God’s	

paths	 to	 follow	our	own.	Yet	 the	Lord	 laid	on	him	 (JESUS)	 the	

sins	of	us	all.


Romans	6

23		For	the	wages	of	sin	is	death,	but	the	free	gift	 

of	God	is	eternal	life	through	Christ	Jesus	our	Lord.


Sin	=	telling	God	NO


Wages	of	Sin	=	DEATH


Repentance	=	telling	God	YES


Gift	of	God	=	ETERNAL	LIFE


From	then	on	Jesus	began	to	preach,	 

“REPENT	of	your	sins	and	turn	to	God,	for	the	 

Kingdom	of	Heaven	is	near.”		-	Matthew	4:17

The	way	is	NARROW	but	the	invitation	is	BROAD.

but	that	all	should	come	to	repentance.

37		Jesus	said,	“All	that	the	Father	gives	me	will	come	to	me,	 

and	whoever	comes	to	me	I	will	never	cast	out.”

17		Jesus	said,	“Healthy	people	don’t	need	a	doctor	-	sick	people	

do.		I	have	come	to	call	not	those	who	think	they	are	righteous,	

but	those	who	know	they	are	sinners.”


Jesus	came	looking	for	SINNERS	not	for	SAINTS.




4. Because	Jesus	is	the	ONLY	way	to	FREEDOM.

appointed	me	to	bring	Good	News	to	the	poor.		He	has	sent	me	

to	 proclaim	 that	 captives	 will	 be	 released,	 that	 the	 blind	will	

see,	 that	 the	oppressed	will	 be	 set	 free,	 and	 that	 the	time	of	

the	Lord’s	favor	has	come.”

9	 	 Jesus	said,	“I	am	the	door.	Those	who	come	 in	 through	me	

will	be	saved.	They	will	come	and	go	freely	and	will	find	good	

pastures.		10	The	thief’s	purpose	is	to	steal,	and	kill,	and	destroy.		

My	purpose	is	to	give	them	a	rich	and	satisfying	life.”

We’ve	elevated	people,	politics,	and	parties	 

to	a	level	that	only	GOD	belongs.


6. Heavenly	Father,	we	confess	our	PREJUDICE.


We’ve	forgotten	that	God	created	us	all	equal,	and	

that	he	loves	those	who	aren’t	anything	like	me.


7. Heavenly	Father,	we	confess	our	HYPOCRISY.


We	claim	to	follow	Jesus,	but	we	continue 

to	do	whatever	we	want	to	do.
